
Terms and Conditions

Welcome to CatalysIS v2.0, an exciting and innovative Technical Fest where
creativity, collaboration, and problem-solving skills converge.

Please note that the following terms and conditions (T&C) apply to all
participants, mentors, judges, volunteers, and any individuals involved in
CATALYSIS v2.0. While these T&C are not exhaustive, they serve to outline
important guidelines and expectations for the event. By participating in
CATALYSIS v2.0, you agree to comply with these T&C:

1. Eligibility: Participation in CATALYSIS v2.0 is open to individuals who meet the
specified criteria outlined by the organizers.

10.Termination of Participation: The organizers reserve the right to terminate a
participant's involvement in the event at any time due to non-compliance with the
T&C, code of conduct violations, or any other valid reason as determined by the
organizers.

Privacy policy

1. INFORMATION COLLECTION AND PURPOSE
At CATALYSIS v2.0, we collect certain information for specific purposes, which may
include:

● Directly Provided Information: When you register to participate in CATALYSIS
v2.0 or communicate with us, we may collect personal information such as your
name, email address, phone number, and any other details you provide.

● This information is used to operate, maintain, and provide you with the features
and functionality of the event.

2. SHARING OF YOUR INFORMATION

● Internship Opportunity Providers: In certain cases, we may share your
personal information with internship opportunity providers who are collaborating



This is done to facilitate potential internship opportunities
for participants.

● Event Sponsors: We may share your personal information with sponsors of
the event who have partnered with CATALYSIS v2.0. This sharing enables
sponsors to engage with participants and provide relevant information or
resources.

● Hosts: For the purpose of organizing and evaluating entries for the competition,
we may share your name, email address, phone number, and other registration
information with host locations. This helps ensure smooth coordination and
evaluation processes.

● Public Feedback and User Content: If you provide feedback or contribute
user content on our Service, such as posting on our blog or commenting on our
social media sites, certain information may be displayed publicly. This may
include your first name, last initial, state of residence, and comments.
Aggregated or Anonymized Information: We may share information in an
aggregated or anonymized format that does not directly identify you as an
individual. This type of sharing is typically done for statistical analysis, research,
or other purposes.

3. LEGAL BASIS FOR PROCESSING
The processing of your personal data at CATALYSIS v2.0 is based on the following legal
grounds:

You have the right
to withdraw your consent at any time, as provided under Data Protection Law.
However, please note that withdrawing consent may impact our ability to
provide you with access to and use of the Services.

4. HOW WE STORE AND PROTECT YOUR INFORMATION
At CATALYSIS v2.0, we take the storage and protection of your information seriously.
Here's how we ensure the security of your personal data:

● Security Measures: We employ suitable technical and organizational
measures to safeguard your personal information from accidental or unlawful
destruction, loss, alteration, or damage.

● Unsolicited Contact: We will never send you unsolicited emails or contact you
by phone to request sensitive information such as your account ID, password,
credit or debit card details, or national identification numbers. It is important to
remain cautious and refrain from sharing such information with anyone claiming
to represent CATALYSIS v2.0.

By participating in the technical fest, participants consent to the use of their name,
photo, likeness, biographical information, entry, and statements attributed to them for
advertising and promotional purposes. This includes inclusion in the Sponsor's
newsletters, website (https://isecatalysis.in/), and social media accounts or outlets,
without additional compensation.



Ownership of Entries
Participants in the technical fest must ensure that their entry does not violate any
agreements or obligations related to intellectual property, confidentiality, or
non-competition with their employers or others. They must confirm that their entry is
their original work and does not infringe upon any third-party intellectual property rights.
Participants agree not to take legal action against the sponsor or any other person
claiming that the use of their entry infringes upon their rights as the creator. By
participating, participants assign all rights and interests in their entry to the team,
allowing the team to use it in various ways without further compensation. If requested,
participants will assist the sponsor in acquiring and protecting intellectual property rights
for the entry. This assignment does not create an employment or partnership
relationship. Participants acknowledge that similar works may exist or be developed in
the future and waive any claims arising from such similarities.

Indemnity
Participants agree to release, indemnify, defend, and hold the sponsor and its related
entities harmless from any claims, injuries, damages, expenses, or losses arising from
their participation in the technical fest or the use of a prize. This includes claims related
to disruptions or corruption of the technical fest beyond the sponsor's control,
infringement of third-party intellectual property rights, and disputes among participants.
